	4. Director’s Report  

	 We have  hired  a new Business Manager  who will be starting December 28th and will attend the January meeting.  Her name is  Shavena Martin. Carol Leaders will stay on part-time through January to help with Business Manager transition.
We have also hired a new Manager of Technical Services ad Collections  His name is Tom O’Connell ,who will also be starting December 28th. 

Ms. Canosa  has been interviewing with Library Managers for multiple other open positions and should make decisions soon. (9 Current Vacancies)

Continuing Curbside Pickup…. Over 60,000 items borrowed thus far. At capacity after adding Sunday hours which is being used by the public. The Central Library has circulated the most (10,000 items)

Working with the Springfield Cultural partnership to secure funding for a Free Library Kiosk at the newly renovated and opened  Pynchon Plaza .  Funding will be used for supplies to build the Kiosk and for a local artist to design it.
Donations:   Ed Lonergan & Kim Sheridan (both retired) have been volunteering to raise funds for the Friends of the Library Book sale  by selling items on a variety of websites since this summer. They have raised approximately $5,000 for the Friends of the Library. The funding is used to help support library programs and services.
The East Springfield Neighborhood Council is very interested in having the Library consider a Mass Board of Library Commissioners Construction Grant for the East Springfield Branch.  We are looking at some possible funding opportunities for a Planning and Design Grant.   The next  MBLC Construction Grant round is estimated to be available in three –eight years. 

 Ms. . Canosa is  submitting letters of intent  for the FY22 LSTA grant round, administered by the MBLC .  Topics included Health & wellness, food/ gardening, job seekers)
